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Entry Rules and Guidelines
Please read carefully since our rules and guidelines exist to help us run a fair and
efficient competition.

***NEW THIS YEAR * * *
Each entry must consist of two bottles if smaller than 22 ounces (6 0z.,12 oz., etc.), one
22 0z. bottle, or one 750 ml bottle. We suggest (but do not require) sending 2 bottles per
entry for sparkling meads so a fresh bottle can be opened for Best of Show.

Remove any commercial or identifying marks or labels. Bottles should maintain the
anonymity of the entrant as best as possible.

Entries become the property of Valhalla: The Meading of Life and will not be returned.

Valhalla will use the 2008 revision BJCP style guidelines (http://www.bjcp.org). Catego-
ries 24-26 are eligible for entry. If there are any questions contact the
competition organizer.

It is the responsibility of the entrant to determine the proper style category/subcategory
for their entries and to provide additional information when required.

Depending on the number of entries and category distribution, categories and subcat-
egories may be combined or separated for judging and awards purposes. These judging
table breakdowns will not be available prior to the competition and will be determined by

the competition committee once all entries have been processed.

Judge’s score sheets for each entry will be mailed to the entrants within one
week of the competition.

Ribbons will be awarded to the top three entries at each judging table as well as Best of
Show. Prizes will be awarded for each category as well as the Best of Show. Prizes are
not exchangeable.

The competition organizer will resolve any disputes or issues that arise before,
during or after the competition.

Any deviation from the rules established here MUST be confirmed by the competition
organizer prior to the entry due date or else entries will be disqualified.
